This will mean, with Revd Debs’ arrival,
there will be three stipendiary clergy serving the
Flegg Parish Churches Team Ministry: Revd Debs
looking after the Flegg North churches, Revd Phil
who looks after the Flegg South churches — Burgh
St. Margaret with Billockby, Clippesby, Runham,
Stokesby with Herringby, and Thurne; and me
looking after the Flegg East churches — Filby,
Mautby, Ormesby St. Margaret with Scratby and
California, Ormesby St. Michael, Rollesby, and
Thrigby (currently closed). Of course, our retired
colleagues will continue to minister among us.

When we are on the edge of something new there
is often a sense of excitement and trepidation which
is natural. Life is not static so new beginnings are
part and parcel of being human. Not everyone likes
change, mind! I take comfort that whilst life
changes, even when we least expect it or want it to,
that Jesus Christ is the same yesterday and today
and for ever’ (Hebrews 13:8). Give me an ‘amen’ to
that!.
